Why the Human Gap Is Growing

Speakers noted that weakened belonging,
declining trust, and the absence of respectful
communication all contribute to widening
emotional distance between individuals.

The discussion highlighted the role of digital
isolation, economic pressures, and the rise of
individualism in deepening social disconnection,
especially among younger generations.

Isolation and Mental Health

Experts explained that emotional distance can
lead to anxiety, depression, and lower
self-esteem, while also weakening social
solidarity.

Moderated by media host Haitham Al-Zadjali, the
session concluded that rebuilding relationships
begins with strengthening communication skills,
raising awareness of human connection, and
reinforcing the cultural values that shape
cohesive and compassionate communities.

StyleGAN3 Algorithm for Dehazing Nighttime Images

The research aims to utilize the StyleGAN3 algorithm for
night vision halation image generation. The hazy input image
is handed to the image pre-processing process.
Contrast-limited adaptive histogram equalization amplifies
local contrast and avoids overexposure artifacts. Then, it is
handed to the pixel2style2pixel encoder, which maps a noisy
halated image into the latent space, and then, it is handed to
the StyleGAN3 generator, which rebuilds an enhanced output
image with reduced halation.

The result shows that it has improved the visibility and image
quality compared to existing halation algorithms. The
empirical results show that the StyleGAN3 algorithm is most
apt for night vision halation images.
